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The conservation of the historical sites in Angkor is the first large
scale international cooperation on cultural relics that China government
participated in. In a sense, it is the reflection of Chinese reform and
opening up policy in culture area. In 1996, a work group sent by the State
Administration of Cultural Heritage of People’s Republic of China went to
Cambodia and investigated the historical site in Angkor. The King Sihanouk
gave an interview to the members of work group. In the meeting, King
Sihanouk introduced the basic national condition of Cambodia, reviewed
the friendship between China and Cambodia and encouraged the Chinese
experts to join in the conservation of Angkor. The wisdom and kindness of
King Sihanouk left a deep impression on the Chinese experts.

In recent 20 years, Chinese leaders always pay attention to the
international cooperation on the conservation of the historical site in
Angkor. Jiang Zemin, Hu Jintao and Xi Jinping, all the Chinese leaders ever
went to Cambodia and visited the Chinese working station at Siem Reap.
The ministries of Finance, Commerce and Culture of China and the State
Administration of Cultural Heritage all fully supported the aid work in
Cambodia.

From February 1998 to the end of 2008, Chinese Academy of
Cultural Heritage and Chinese work group of aid to Cambodia organized
the conservation work of Chau Say Tevoda. In 2010 they began a new
conservation work in Takeo Temple. Now the reinforcement and repair
of cultural relics, the excavation and the experiment of weather proof
technology are going ahead smoothly. The international conference hold
recently in Siem Reap announced that, as the co-presidency, China and India

were in charge with the international conservation work of Preah Vihear



Temple. It is clear that China play a more important role in the conservation

of historical sites in Cambodia.

This exhibition of Smile of Khmer—Cambodian Ancient Cultural
Relics and Arts is the report of the new fruit of international cooperation
on the conservation of the historical sites in Angkor. At the same time, it is
the mirror of the good friendship between China and Cambodia. In order to
promote the friendship and introduce the Khmer culture to Chinese people,
the organizers hold this perfect exhibition, which must occupy an important
position in the history of the communication between China and Cambodia.
Chinese State Administration of Cultural Heritage would like pay particular
attention to and support this exhibition warmly. The organizers’ respect
and enthusiasm on Khmer culture deeply impress me. On behalf of the
Ministry of Culture of China, the State Administration of Cultural Heritage
and myself, I extend the warm congratulations to Capital Museum, Huaxie
Cultural Development Co., Ltd and Chinese Academy of Cultural Heritage.
Furthermore, I deeply appreciate Cambodian government and the Ministry
of Culture and Fine Arts for their sincerity. I believe this unprecedented
exhibition must bring an Angkor and Khmer culture heat in Beijing this

winter and promote the relationship between China and Cambodia.
