Multi- Y
disciplinary investigations since 1980s, however, have convincingly documented not only the existence

of diversity of tools and materials (stone, bone and wooden tools as well as hide and cordage), but also
effective human occupation of all major environmental zones of South America by 10,000 BCE. By then,
squash was already cultivated in some areas (e.g., southern coast of Ecuador) along the Pacific coast. List
of domesticated plants and animals in the Andes gradually expanded from then until ca. 2000 BCE with
different regions contributing different domesticates (e.g., tubers in the Titicaca Basin). Reliance on marine
resources that persists to this day is evident by 7000 BCE. The persistent and widespread Andean tradition
of economic self-sufficiency by means of simultaneously exploiting multiple, altitudinally differentiated
productive zones likely developed early in human occupation of the Andes. Overall, the documented
variability in lifestyle and material culture mirrors that of the environment, particularly in the Andes, as well
as conscious choices made by early settlers to pursue different adaptive options the Andes offered.

TEMPLES AND EMERGENCE OF
ORGANIZED RELIGION IN THE ANDES

ca. 3000BCE - 1500 BCE

® The Late Preceramic was a critical transformational period in Andean civilization as a
sedentary existence based on early agricultural economy spread in the highlands and, on the
Pacific coast, in combination with intensive marine resource exploitation. During this period,
sociopolitical complexity accelerated and interregional interaction notably intensified with the
appearance of many large-scale, corporate ceremonial centers along the northern half of the
Peruvian coast by ca. 3000-2500 BCE. The planned site of Caral with six major, multi-level
platform mounds and an areal extent of over 60 hectares has received a worldwide attention
for its scale and complexity. During the following 1000 years (up to 1500 BCE), various coastal
ceremonial centers evolved to boast truly "monumental scale" mounds with a U-shaped
configuration, well suited for large-scale public gatherings. At the same time, the highlands
also witnessed the widespread development of public architecture, but smaller in scale and
more enclosed and private in character. Although different in scale and form, coastal and
highland ceremonial centers of this time period both served as an effective means of social
and religious integration, a role they continued to play for thousands of years. Within the
context of these centers, we see indications that Andean societies from their early sedentary
existence had an asymmetrical dual social organization. Not surprisingly, by 2000-1500 BCE,
we also see emerging signs (mortuary treatments and artworks) of social hierarchy both on
the coast and in the highlands. Lastly, it is during this period that pottery spread throughout
much of the Andes probably related to the establishment of a sedentary, agrarian lifestyle,
although not necessarily a cause-and-effect linkage.
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® Andean prehistory is frequently viewed as having undergone alternating periods of cultural unification and E %‘-’*iA Eg m in
regionalization. In this vision, the spread of the Chavin Cult out of its center at Chavin de Huantar near the south N 'z L
end of Peru's north highlands and the accompanying intensification of interregional interaction represent the first
unification. It spread, perhaps by means of pilgrims and portable textiles and other objects bearing the Chavin
religious iconography, from the south-central highlands and south coast of Peru to the north coast and highlands.
Although the spread of the Cult seems uni-directional radiating out of Chavin de Huantar, there are abundant
pottery and other offerings as well as architectural and artistic features integrated at the site and in its art that
originated on the north coast and in other regions. In other words, much of the site of Chavin, its art and Cult
were the synthesis of long-standing religious traditions and bi-directional interaction among diverse, religious
centers. The relationships among these centers do not appear to have been ranked or hierarchical in nature, but
rather those of equal or similar status (e.g., Kuntur Wasi and Pacopampa). Underwriting this extensive interaction
network seems to have been more than shared religious concepts and concerns such as with the sanctity of
life-giving water, agricultural success, and complementarity of dualities (e.g., female-male). Luxurious and

exotic goods (e.g., tropical marine shell of Spondylus and gold) found in tombs indicate that religious leaders-
social elites of these centers were deeply concerned with material manifestation or display of their presumably
specialized roles and heightened prestige and status. Overall, this period brought many regions of Peru closer
together in terms of religious beliefs and ritual practices, while institutionalizing social inequality.

® Nearly a century of archaeological investigations has shown that this
cult is largely a synthesis of selective features of various regional religious
traditions of both the coast and the highlands of the northern Peru. The
site of Chavin itself is now known to have undergone complex architectural
changes over centuries, corresponding to changes in the role and broader
significance of the associated religion. Its dramatic physical setting and
the planned layout of plazas, underground galleries and canals and
sacred, supernatural imageries point to all-sensory, total bodily, emotional
and mental experience for pilgrims. Offerings of diverse styles found at
the site clearly attest to its powerful, centripetal attraction of the site and
the cult. Sacred images on precisely executed stone carvings and other
types of artifacts inform us of overriding concerns of the cult for water,
fertility, agricultural success, as well as the veneration of natural forces
and dualistic features of the universe (e.g., essential complementarity of
male and female). While the spread of the cult over much of the northern
Peru related to the spread of agrarian lifeway in the same area, it also
established interregional interaction that heretofore had not been seen.

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® Human creations, whether concrete objects or intangible religious ideologies, invariably undergo changes in
popularity. After centuries of heightened interregional interaction and the predominance of exogenous Chavin
ideology as well as associated iconography, priorities, dogmata and sociopolitical order, the Chavin Cult

was no exception. During the latter half of the first millennium BCE, a drive to assert or reclaim local identity
(sociopolitical more than religious in nature) seems to have emerged in many areas of Peru influenced by the
Cult. In various areas on the north coast of Peru, for example, distinctive art styles suggest the coexistence

of various sociopolitical groups such Gallinazo, Salinar, and Vicus during this period. During the first centuries
of the first millennium CE, occupation of the north coast become even more complex as north highland-

based Cajamarca and Recuay as well as a new north coast group, the Moche, sought to establish territorial
claims. Most likely, varied strategies - such as peaceful resource sharing, mutual avoidance, resource and/or
occupational specialization, and armed conflict - were employed. Biological or ethnic relationships among these
groups remain unclear. Their identification is largely based on recognized art styles on funerary ceramics. On
the south coast of Peru, the situation appears simpler with the Chavin-influenced Paracas integrating cultural
elements of the neighboring Topara gradually developing into the later Nasca. In the Titicaca Lake area, the north
and south shore developments, the Pucara and the Chiripa, merged to form a religiously and ethnically inclusive
polity, the Tiwanaku. By the beginning of the sixth century CE, the Moche arose as the most important culture
on the coast. It is often singled out as exemplifying the "regional classic" or "florescent" culture of the Andes. Its
uniquely realistic and informative art as well as technologically sophisticated metal objects are displayed in this
exhibit. The polychromic Nasca artifacts offer you a contrasting look at contemporary regional classic cultures of
the Andes.

® This well-known Moche contemporary on the south coast of Peru
presents us a contrasting picture of cultural developments of this era.
The striking polychromic decoration (up to 13 distinct colors on a single
pot) of their pottery and textiles for which the Nasca are justly famous
belies the constant challenge the Nasca faced for survival in the highly
arid environment with limited water supply and agricultural lands. Limited
water supply affected the Nasca for much of their existence. Numerous
offerings and expansions of temples at the principal Nasca ceremonial
center of Cahuachi, what some scholars believe to have been the
capital of the Nasca theocracy, as well as the construction of thousands
of geoglyphs in a nearby desert and the placement of offerings there
represent Nasca responses to this overriding and pervasive concern

for water - and thus, fertility and survival. By ca. 600 CE, the Nasca
society was in disarray with much of the population having relocated to
adjacent highlands. At the same time, the Nasca effectively demonstrate
us human perseverance, creativity, and resilience under relentless
environmental challenges.

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® A combination of major climatic disturbances - a severe, prolonged drought closely followed by a mega-El
Niflo phenomenon - during the latter half of the sixth century triggered various major cultural transformations
both on the coast and in the highlands of the Central Andes. One such transformation was widespread shifts in
population distribution. The north and central coasts of Peru saw the unprecedented population nucleation of the
Moche and Lima peoples and the emergence of what are commonly regarded as true cities. On the south coast,
much of the Nasca population left the coast in favor of adjacent highlands. In the Ayacucho region of the south-
central highlands, the regional population also aggregated in a small number of settlements. One quickly became
the urban capital of the emergent Wari state. The coastal polities lingered on with the Moche persisting in some
valleys until the early 9th century. Sometime during the late 7th century, the Wari with its new religion forged from
Tiwanaku and Nasca elements began its first wave of expansion out of their Ayacucho heartland in all directions.
The second wave of expansion, sometime in the eighth century CE, was more violent. Concurrently, the
Tiwanaku population with its own religion expanded out of the Titicaca Basin and established a series of colonies
in the Moquegua Valley on the Pacific watershed. Their expansion seems to have been much more economic
and religious in nature. In essence, the last centuries of the first millennium CE represented what one scholar
called the "first round of empire building in the Andes"; more specifically, the political decline of the northern coast
of the Andes and the ascendency of the south-central and southern highlands. The preceding political disarray
of the former facilitated intrusion by the latter. Although neither the Wari nor the Tiwanaku established a lasting
political hegemony over the Andes, they did leave behind a persistent and broad range of highland influences on
the coast. By the beginning of the 10th century, however, the Middle Sican centered in the Lambayeque region
of the north coast of Peru with high productivity, advanced technologies, and a large population established a
powerful state, dominating much of the Peruvian coast.

® The millenarian Tiwanaku culture is the primary cultural development

of the first millennium CE in the Titicaca basin and its surrounding high
plateaus, one of the two major breadbaskets and cultural centers of the
Andes (along with Peru's north coast). It also represents the coalescence of
key regional developments and features on the north and south shores of
Lake Titicaca that can be traced to ca. 1500 BCE, particularly their religious
traditions, economic orientations, and ethnic identities. The integration of
these diverse elements resulted in a new cultural identity and synergy that
we call Tiwanaku. The ceremonial city of Tiwanaku with its impressive stone
architecture and sculptures became the most influential cultural center of
the South-Central Andes. Early in the seventh century, Tiwanaku began its
economic and religious expansion out of the Titicaca basin concurrent with
the Wari expansion in south-central Peru and the socio-political disarray of
major cultures on the Peruvian coast. Until their decline around 1000 CE,
the Tiwanaku and the Wari dominated much of the Andes.

® Based in the highly productive and resource-rich Lambayeque region on the north coast of Peru and inheriting
the sophisticated cultural heritage of the preceding Moche, the Sican (also called Lambayeque) rapidly emerged
as the most powerful group on the Peruvian coast during the tenth century CE. The Wari did not establish a solid
or lasting hegemony in this region due to the Moche presence and the Sican emergence. However, just as the
Chavin, Wari, and other major art styles and religions constituted "innovations" based on synthesis of earlier and
existing styles, beliefs and concepts, the Sican too heavily relied on local Moche and introduced Wari features.
At the same time, by about 1000 CE, the Middle Sican established a large-scale metallurgical production,
particularly arsenical bronze (copper-arsenic alloy), and irrigation agriculture, both unprecedented in their scale
in the Andes. Products in turn fueled far-reaching trade to acquire luxury items, particularly from Ecuador and
Colombia. The Middle Sican thus represented a notable coastal counterbalance to the highland powers of the

Wari and the Tiwanaku.

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® The second round of empire building in the Andes took place during this final era of Andean prehistory.
The political demise of the Wari and Tiwanaku shortly before and after 1000 CE, respectively, resulted

in the resurgence of many regional polities and attendant strife in much of the highlands. On the north
coast, the downfall of the Middle Sican around 1100 CE and the subsequent truncation of Sican dominion
resulted in the rapid rise of the Chim (1. Based at the urban capital of Chan Chan in the Moche Valley, the
Chim U began its own expansion along the coast. With its conquest of the Sican toward the end of the
14th century CE, they became the dominant force on the coast. Overlapping in time with the later phases
of the Chim U expansion, the Inca, once a relatively minor polity in the Cusco region of the Peruvian south
highlands, rapidly increased its political and military power, likely achieved through such diverse means as
strategic alliance formation, conferring fictive kinship and privileges, and co-option. They effectively created
an unstoppable "snow-balling effect" to overwhelm potential and real opponents, including the Chim & on
the coast. By the end of the 15th century, the Inca Empire was by far the largest native political system
ever to develop in the New World. They were engaged in large-scale, state-directed "nation building"
programs such as the spread of Quechua as the lingua franca, agricultural terraces and agro-pastoralism.
Their success in territorial expansion, however, was vulnerable to the accompanying challenges of
effectively administering a highly complex and rapidly evolving empire. By the time the Spaniards reached
the empire in 1532, it was already experiencing considerable strain due to established imperial policies
and institutions, royal fraternal conflicts, promises and compromises made to allies and state personnel,
and dealing with the many insurrections of "conquered groups." While we appreciate the Inca's many
unprecedented achievements, we should also ask if the Spaniards would have found the Inca Empire if
they had arrived 20 years later.

® Just as the Andes had two areas that gave rise to a succession
of advanced, influential cultures, one of these areas, the north
coast of Peru, had its own bipartite character with the northern
and southern halves each influencing or competing with the other.
While the Sican flourished in the Lambayeque region to the north,
its contemporary, the Chim ( with its urban capital at Chan Chan,
flourished in the southern half. The Chim U engaged in a series of
aggressive expansions along the coast to the north and the south
toward the modern-day Peru-Ecuador border and the modern city
of Lima, respectively. While the Sican posed a challenge to ChimU's
northward expansion, it also represented a major enticement. The
Sican and its domain offered tremendous agricultural productivity,
large population (tremendous labor pool), advanced technologies,
particularly metallurgy, skilled artisans, and trade network with coastal
Ecuador and beyond for highly desired ritual (e.g., marine shells)
and luxury items (e.g., amber and emerald). With the subjugation
of the Sican ca. 1375-1400 CE, the ChimU emerged as the most
powerful and richest coastal power, a potent rival to the Incas who
were engaged in their own concurrent expansions in the highlands.

® Tawantinsuyu, the land of four quarters, the Quechua name for
the Inca Empire was by far the largest, latest and most powerful
political system to ever develop in the prehispanic Andes. It was the
culmination of over 13,000 years of unbroken, indigenous, cultural
developments in the Andes. It was the only empire to successfully
integrate the two cultural core areas of the Andes (north coast

of Peru and the Titicaca Basin). Along the east-west dimensions

of the Andes, the degree and extent of Inca subjugation and
administration of the eastern slopes and lowlands still remain to be
properly documented. Being the minority lord of the vast empire
that contained so many ethnic polities, small and large, and attained
much of its physical extent in a period of about 100 years, the
empire never attained an internal stability. It was a massive, ongoing
social, economic, political and religious experiment that relied on the
age-old practices and institutions and their innovations. Yet, it did
succeed in taking some of them to unprecedented scale. The Inca
created seemingly ever-lasting landscapes and monuments that
were as much functional as symbolic expressions of their power, as
of their idealized, harmonious and intimate coexistence with natural
and supernatural worlds.
